You may have heard the term ChatGPT in the media recently —a computer program that uses erstarnews.com
artificial intelligence (Al) to generate text. It gathers large amounts of data from the internet

to create responses on demand. ChatGPT is unique because its answers are in conversational format, similar to how
people write and speak. It can write essays and computer code, solve math problems, and much more.
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As with most new technologies, ChatGPT has the power to be used for good or bad. Spectrum, like many schools
across the country, has become aware that a number of students have been using this technology to do their work
for them. This has resulted in many hours of research and analysis for teachers as they navigate how to approach
this new form of plagiarism. Spectrum asks for patience as teachers and administration determine the most
reasonable response to a challenging situation.

We encourage parents/guardians to talk with their student(s) about ChatGPT. There are many resources online.
Here is one that may be a good starting point. Together, we are confident that we will find ways to utilize Al
technology as a useful tool, while also training students on the importance of the learning process and academic
honesty.
